Martinsville,VA at 49 Ford Street.  The studio is proud to have been in 
business for  over 37 years, and produced many outstanding professional 
performing dancers as well as dance education teachers. The studio is 
owned and operated by Mrs. Ray Hollingsworth and was established by 
the late Mr. Ray Hollingsworth.  Mr. and Mrs. Hollingsworth are highly 
regarded  for their dance educational programs not only locally but 
through out the United States. Besides teaching in the Martinsville area, 
the Hollingsworth's established and operate Dance Troupe, Inc., a pres-
tigious and large dance seminar and competition company which travels 
and produces major dance events across the country. 
 Here in the studio, our staff strive to bring the best in dance 
education to each dance student enrolled in the program. The program is 
overseen by Mrs. Hollingsworth, and taught by many capable and well 
qualified instructors. The individuals hired to work with the student body 
have had extensive training and are also well versed in children’s educa-
tion and working with young students. The staff members of the studio 
have either professional dance backgrounds, dance degrees from universi-
ties, or have studied within dance programs equivalent to them. All have 
studied with many artists across the country, learning and developing 
skills in early childhood movement to advanced dance and performance 
techniques. 
 Though each student enrolled will probably not wish to con-
tinue on as a professional dancer, it is the intent of the staff that those 
foundations that the student receives will make it possible to do so if the 
child desires to pursue such a career.  This is not to say that the curricu-
lum is postured in such a manner as to rule out the fun and excitement 
that studying dance in a recreational form provides. No matter the intent 
of the parent and the child for entering the dance arts, one thing will be 
constant, and that is that the training will provide each student with good 
coordination skills, better body posturing, help in developing motivational 
skills to reach goals, achieve a better sense of rhythm, timing and musical 
phrasing, all the while nurturing a sense of self discipline within the class. 
 The studio also employs “artists in residence” to do special Cho-
reographic works or present master classes.  The studio is pleased to have 
many connections to other teachers in all areas of the arts that it may pull

Child may not come to class  

till the account is current or arrangements are made for pay-

ments. All costumes and tuition must be current to be in the 

showcase at the end of the year. Students whose tuition is in 

arrears at recital time will not be allowed to perform without 

the parent making firm arrangements for prompt payment. .  
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ABSENCES AND TARDINESS  

   Students missing three consecutive classes will be asked to drop the class.  

Private classes can sometimes be arranged to catch a student up who has 

missed a number of classes because of illness or family emergency. Admit-

tance to class is at the discretion of the teacher.  The studio cannot jeopard-

ize the advancement of a class because of the continued absences of one 

particular student or two or more students.  Students who continually miss 

weeks of normal dance training year after year will not be advanced to the 

same classes that others who attend class on regular basis will.

   CLASS STRUCTURE 

Classes are offered in Pre School Movement, Ballet, Tap, Jazz, Lyrical, 

Classical Pointe (toe), Modern, Musical Theater  and Adult Dance,  

Special classes in other art forms are available in some seasons, such 

as Ballroom, Hip Hop, and Yoga.  

        TUITION AND TERMS  ***NEW POLICIES**** 

The first  monthõs  tuition is due the first lesson in the season, the regis-

tration fee must be paid before entering the program. You may pay with 

credit card or your pay pal account by going online to the studio website 

www.rayhollingsworthstudio.com.,or by check. No student will be ac-

cepted into the program without these payments. Please let us know 

when or if you are using online bill pay. All tuition is payable at the first 

class OF EACH MONTH thereafter.  The total amount of tuition per class 
for the season is divided into nine equal monthly payments.  The tuition is 

constant, not greater in months that contain five lesson days, or less in the 

months that contain only three or  four lesson days.  

       SERVICES CHARGES 

Tuition is less if paid before the 20th of each month. The discounted is 

not applicable after the 20th of the month and will incur a $5.00 addi-

tion fee for the tuition.  There is a $35.00 charge for returned checks. 

Delinquent accounts of more than 90 days will be dropped from the 

class roster, and turned over for collection.  Please notify the studio if 

you find a circumstance in which you cannot meet the tuition require-

ments for your child, so that a suitable solution may be worked out.  

       REGISTRATION FEES 
   A registration fee of $28.00 is required of each new student. A $24.00 

fee for returning students.  A courtesy discount for previously enrolled 

students of $5.00 is deductible from the September tuition if the fee is 

received by the designated date on the Spring Registration form.  If the 

fee is received after that date the discount is not applicable.  

RECITAL FEES 
   A recital fee of $30.00 is charged per student.  Private Students or semi 
private or trios are charged an additional $15.00 per dance.  

 RECITAL AND DRESS REHEARSALS & TICKETS 

   The studio has one annual recital. No one is required to partici-

pate ,however the studio must be notified in writing by  November 1st, or 

parents will be responsible for the costumes ordered plus other show 
charges.  Costume fees are not  refundable after November 1st.  Recital is 

usually the last week in May or 1st  week of June, depending on the sched-

ule provided by the High School. Parents will be notified of times and dates 

as soon as the high school approves our use. Video cameras are allowed 

only at Dress Rehearsals.  Parents receive Two Tickets per child per show, 

all other tickets may be purchased at the studio one week before the show 

or at the door.  
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FRONT LOBBY AND OFFICE     
If you find it necessary to wait for your child, please remember that 

noise from the outer lobby carries easily into the classrooms and is 

very disturbing to the students and the teachers.  Please strive to keep 

the noise level to a minimum.  If at all possible please do not bring 

younger children and infants to the studio to wait during your other 

childõs class. 

PARENT OBSERVATION 

   Parents come into the actual teaching rooms and observe the 

classes on The Third Class Lesson of the Months of November 

and March Only.  We do not make exceptions to this rule.  Please 

do not ask for special favors. If we allow one we will have to honor 

all.  

LIABILITY 

   The Studio cannot be responsible for accidents or injuries in-

curred during dance class training, or while waiting in or out-

side the Studio.   The studio cannot be responsible for accidents or 

injuries incurred while a student is participating in any dance event 

that may be away from the studio, but still under the Studioõs juris-

diction. The signing of the registration form indicates the agree-

ment with this policy.  All students are carefully monitored to pre-

vent accidents and injuries, but even though rare, they do occur.  

CONDUCT 

   Students are expected to be courteous and cooperative with not 

only their teachers, but the staff and fellow classmates.  Rude and 

disrupting behavior will result in the dismissal of the student from 

the class. Food and drinks are not permitted in the studio except for 

bottled water. Snacks may be eaten outside the building. STU-

DENTS MUST WAIT IN THE FRONT LOBBY AND COME TO THE 

BACK LOBBY ONLY FOR CHANGING AND RESTROOMS NEEDS. 

PAGEANT OR SPECIAL CHOREOGRAPHY 

   Choreography  for individuals not enrolled in the normal dance 

program are billed at the rate of $75.00 per hour,  

payable in advance.  

SPECIAL VISITNG TEACHERS 

   Fees for visiting guest teachers are charged beyond regular tuition. 

Students not able to participate will be responsible for the fees and be 

taught the dance after the session if possible. If this is not an option the 

student will not be in the dance.  The student will also be aware that 

said numbers will be practiced during their class time.  The director of 

the studio has the final say in the actual performance of any number.  
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COSTUME DEPOSITS 

      Three costume deposits are required in October and November & 

December.  The fees for each class are $34.00. Please include these 

fees on a separate check.  The balance if any will be billed at the end of 

January . Costumes for younger children run between $55.00 and 

$60.00 which includes tights, headpieces, and other  accessories.  

Older students can expect to pay between $60.00 -$100.00 for a cos-

tume, with accessories included.  Special types of dance shoes maybe 

required.  The studio works many hours each year to provide quality 

costumes at the lowest  prices and still meet the needs of the show. 

Failure to pay costume deposits will result in the studio not ordering 

your child a costume.  Costume companies will not take costumes 

back, therefore they are not returnable nor can we refund costume 

monies once they have been paid. STUDENTS WHO HAVE NOT PAID 

FOR COSTUMES WILL NOT RECEIVE THEM UNTIL PAID.  MONIES RE-

CEIVED FOR COSTUMES WILL BE APPLIED TO DANCE TUITION  IF THE 

ACCOUNT IS IN ARREARS. ONCE THE ACCOUNT IS UP TO DATE, MON-

IES CAN THEN GO TOWARD COSTUME PAYMENTS .  

COSTUME REFUNDS 

   Costume  refunds are not available for any reason after November 

the 10th.  All orders for costumes are sent prepaid by the studio.  Cos-

tumes are not returnable or refundable to the studio once the order is 

place.  All alterations on costumes are the sole responsibility of the 

Parent/ Student.  Costume companies make costumes for a general 

size, thus not always fitting exactly as we would like our regular street 

clothes to fit.  Many times minor adjustments are needed. Please make 

any adjustments before studio picture dates!  

CLASS ATTIRE 

   Students are requested to wear dancewear for all classes. Sloppy 

shirts are not  acceptable.  All students should wear tights or dance 

pants /shorts for all classes. Students maybe assigned dance wear  

colors and styles for their classes. Hair should always be well kept 

and pulled back. Students not having hair out of their face and or up 

will be asked in class to put it up or pull it back before participat-

ing.  Students not willing to follow this rule will sit the class out . 

Ballet classes require leotard, tights and dance skirt.  

Dance Pants are not acceptable in ballet class. DO NOT BUY ANY 

SHOES WITHOUT CHECKING YOUR CLASS SCHEDULE TO SEE 

THAT IT IS SUITABLE.  DO NOT BUY POINTE SHOES WITHOUT A 

REQUEST FROM YOUR TEACHER. Parents are requested to encour-

age their child to dress appropriately for dance, and honor the arts 

by doing so.  Each teacher may have different requirements for 

their classes and students are expected to honor  the teacherõs 

wishes.
